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IN OUR AREA
; SAUT DU LOUP WATERFALL
RUPT-SUR-MOSELLE

It is located in the commune of Rupt-sur-Moselle,
at a place called “Le Chéne”.

To get there, head for Rupt-sur-Moselle at the
Ferdrupt traffic circle, and a few meters further on,
turn right towards Faucogney. Drive for 1.5 km, then
park on the median on the left after the “Le Chemin
de la Venny” road.

Follow the red ring, go down the road and turn right
on “Le chemin de la Venny". Take the signposted
path on the right towards “Cascade du Saut du Loup
- 5 min”. Pass under the road and continue to the
signpost indicating “Saut du Loup 40 m".

Please do not go beyond the chain and the private
road sign.

BELFORT AREA

(25 MIN FROM SAINT-MAURICE-SUR-MOSELLE)

SAUT DE LA TRUITE AND RUMMEL WATERFALLS
LEPUIX (BALLON D'ALSACE)

From Saint-Maurice-sur-Moselle, follow signs for
Ballon d'Alsace and then downhill towards
Giromagny.

Park at the Hbtel du Saut de la Truite parking lot.
Follow the waterfall path up “La Savoureuse”. The
Cascade du Saut de la Truite is about 100 m away. It
was formed by “La Savoureuse” in the hollow of a
rocky fissure.

Just after the intersection, follow the blue triangle
markings to reach the Cascade du Rummel.
Caution: the climb is quite difficult.

ALSACE

(25/3%0 MIN FROM BUSSANG)

3 SAINT NICOLAS WATERFALLS
KRUTH-WILDENSTEIN

From the Chapelle Saint-Nicolas parking lot, take
the Col d'Oderen road towards Kruth. Follow the blue
circle markers for a 1-hour loop. The footpath takes
you through the most rocky and steep parts of the
Werschmatt valley. The Saint-Nicolas stream
cascades down a shady ravine over granite
boulders. Caution: difficult descent.

BOCKLOCH WATERFALL
4 KRUTH-WILDENSTEIN

From Kruth, follow the D13bis towards Wildenstein.
Once you've passed the Kruth-Wildenstein lake, you
can park on the left, next to the lake. Walk along the
lakeside path for 10 minutes

and you'll reach the Bockloch waterfall.

The Bockloch waterfall is close to the parking lot,
with a picnic area between the road and the lake.

5 HEIDENBAD WATERFALLS
WILDENSTEIN

The Heidenbad waterfalls discovery trail is dotted
with educational markers explaining the natural and
human history of the site.

From Kruth, follow the D13bis towards Wildenstein.
Drive through the village and park at the crossroads
after the ponds.

From the parking lot, follow the signposted path
along the road, with the fish farm on your left.

HAUTE SAONE

b GOUTTE DES SAULES WATERFALL

PLANCHER-LES-MINES
(40 MIN FROM THILLOT)

Parking at Plancher-les-Mines town hall. Continue on
foot to the waterfall. Opposite the Mairie, turn right
into a small street. Go left up Rue des Vosges, past
the cemetery. After a wash-house, leave the D16 and
turn left onto the tarred Gros Chéne path. Follow this
path for 2.2 km along the right bank of the Rahin to
reach the refuge de Saint-Antoine (after 250 m) at
La Montignotte, a path on the left for direct access to
the heights of the waterfall.

SAUT DE L'OGNON WATERFALL

SERVANCE
(20 MIN FROM THILLOT)
At Le Thillot, follow signs for Lure. Drive for about 12 km,
and at the Servance exit, a parking lot is on your right.
Follow the Saut de 'Ognon path, a 10-minute walk
from the parking lot.
