
 Go along the place called Meuselotte, before arriving on 

a road where there are 2 farms. At the second farm, turn 
right on the green point marked path "Rouge Gazon par les 
Neufs Bois" which climbs and crosses a park. The climb is 
gradual on about 800 meters. Then continue on the wider 
path to the right for 500 metres. At the next crossroads is 
the cross “Croix Grosjean”.  
Variant: possibility to short the hike, by taking the "chemin 
de Lameraie" marked blue-white-blue rectangle that leads 
straight on to  the chalet des Evaux and take the path that 
goes down following the red triangle up to the bench (for the 
end of the hike, see the last paragraph). 

Continue on the green point marked trail that climbs 

for about 1 km and leads along the Sabbath Rocks. Arriv-
ing on a wide path, follow the yellow point marks to the 
right "Chalet des crêtes - Noiregoutte". Pass close to the 
Chalet des Crêtes. 200 m after the chalet, take on the 
right the small path that goes down marked with the yel-
low diagonal cross "sentier Evrard" on almost 400 m.  At 
the crossing with a wider way, follow this way to the right 
for about 150 m and join again the path below  marked 
yellow diagonal cross "Evaux". At the next crossroads, 
take the red triangle marked path, that climbs quickly  on 
200 m.  
You overlook the statue of Saint Barb. 

At the bench, descend to the statue following the red 

triangle marked path. Keep your eyes open and you might 
find the statuette of a virgin hiding on a tree along the 
path ... Cross the pasture. Below the statue, always follow 
the red triangle marks until you reach the trail with the 
green point marked “Bussang”. Return to the Tourist Office 
by taking the same path as you took on the beginning of the 
hike, green point marked "Bussang".

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TO DISCOVER ON THE 

TRAIL  

> The Cross Croix Grosjean  

Charles GROSJEAN (1873-1932) is 
said to have died on his way back 
from hunting. He would have 
stopped there to eat and would 
have been struck by a cardiac ar-
rest.  This cross pays homage to 
him. 

> The Roches du Sabbat 

(Sabbath Rocks) 

According to legend, the Sabbath 
Rocks were frequented by demons 
and sorcerers. 

> The  Statue of Saint Barb  

During the 1944 liberation bom-
bings, the church of Bussang was 
hit by two shells . All its stained-
glass windows were broken. All, 
except the one  with Saint Barb, 
which was miraculously spa-
red ...The inhabitants of Bussang, 
at the instigation of the priest 
"Vaché", expressed this oath :"If 
Bussang is spared, we will erect a 
statue of  Saint “Barbe” on the 
highest mountain of Bussang ,the 
Evaux, to show our gratefulness". 
It turned out that Bussang had not 
suffered too much and had not 
been set on fire. After the war, the 
inhabitants gathered copper, 
bronze and other materials to 
make this statue. 

MARKINGS  

From the Tourist Office, take the Rue de Lamerey which goes up to the Bouloie and 
turn quickly left into Rue du Breuil that goes along the cemetery. Follow this road for 
almost 450 m. Then take the path  marked with the green point on the right along a 
house for 100 m and  join the Rue du Chazal.  
Go to the left down the road for about 100 m, before taking the path on the right  mar-
ked with the green point  "Rouge Gazon par Meuselotte, Roches du Sabbat, Neufs 
Bois".
